We are so excited to be able to offer Jaguar Class a trip to Nonnington Farm on Thursday 15" June 2023.
This trip is being organised and funded by Warburtons and Country Trust. The Country Trust Farm
Discovery Programme offers visits to real working farms to schools bringing children a unique opportunity
to experience the working countryside first hand.
